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Fun Facts
v' There are more than 3,000 different species of snakes.
v' Snake size varies to extremes by species. At up to 30 feet long, the reticulated

python is the longest snake. At a minuscule 4 inches, the Barbados thread snake
is the smallest.



v' The green anaconda isn’t the longest snake, but it is the heaviest — they can
grow up to 550 pounds!

v Snakes are found on every continent except Antarctica.
v' Snakes have no eyelids or external ears, and use their forked tongues!

v' Snakes are ectotherms, meaning they must regulate their body temperature
externally by sunning themselves or retreating to cool, shaded areas.

v' Snakes eat their prey whole and are able to consume prey larger than the
diameter of their head because their lower jaw can separate from the upper jaw.

v A recently discovered fossil snake was 49 feet long, longer than a school bus!
